New global commission launched to create ‘blueprint for
survival’ in new age of world instability
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A new high-level global commission, using the framework of common security, has been formed to
tackle the risks to the contemporary world.

The concept of common security emerged from the conclusion of a commission in 1982 led by the
Swedish prime minister Olof Palme. After 40 years, the time has come to reframe security and
reimagine our world again. No single country can address the challenges of the modern world. The
only true security is common security.

The new commission will present a far-reaching report for Common Security 2022 that will form a
blueprint for survival in the face of extreme challenges: climate change, unbalanced globalisation,
crumbling disarmament treaties, the consequences of the Covid-19 pandemic, and the decline of
democracy.
